TECUMSEH PLUS PIONEER TRAVERSE OF HOOSIER NA-
TIONAL FOREST PLUS HHC JACKSON CO. EASEMENTS 
TOTAL 65 MILES  The Pioneer section of the Knobstone is expected to 
traverse the HNF from the end of the Tecumseh southward  to Salt Creek,  
across the creek, and on via the existing HNF Fork Ridge Trail out to a road 
via an HHC easement.  It will then be a straight shot south to the 58 Café at 
Kurtz, for good parking, a fine country kitchen meal, and friendly trail-
supporting staff who’ve even suggested a ride to the next trailhead might be 
forthcoming…  At present, the trail will then involve some road walk, then a 
string of five easements to the new trailhead property purchased from the 
Turners and funded by the Pletzer family.  Here safe parking would allow for 
hikers to arrange shuttles for Indiana’s longest hiking trail, a 65-mile hike 
from the Tecumseh Trailhead in Morgan County.
